2nd Semester Exams 

  
On Thursday May 24th and Friday May 25th all ​senior​ students will take final exams. 
Students will follow their normal class schedule on both days.  ​These exams count for 20% of 
each student’s final grade.   
 
On ​Tuesday, May 29th through Thursday May 31st,  ​NLHS will be operating on a special 
schedule ​to conduct ​2nd semester final exams​ for grades 9-11.  These exams count for 20% 
of each student’s final grade.  The schedule gives high school students the advantage of having 
a double block of time for each exam and no student will have more than three exams on any 
one day. 
 
The school day on May 29th and May 30th will be from 7:45-12:36 with lunch from 
12:39-1:09.​  ​After lunch, some students MUST stay and study for their exam based on 
teacher recommendation.  ​ If teachers approve, students may leave early (with written parent 
permission).   Students staying with teachers to study will be dismissed at 2:45.   ​The school 
day on May 31st will be from 7:45-11:00.  If a student is unable to get transportation, 
he/she may stay at school until the district-wide early release at 1:15.  
 
Students are able to switch their study hall to take an exam a different period if they get 
teacher permission ONLY. ​ Late start and early releases will be permitted by following the 
above instructions (parent and teacher permission).  However, coming and going to school will 
NOT be permitted.  This is NOT an open campus.
